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Innovations. Don Jackson says that he
always thinks of “Gus Lussi as the
pioneer of the double jumps...and the
triple jumps because he had Dick Button
doing the double Axel and triple loop...the
first time they were being done.” Carlo
Fassi remembers “...he had a new idea
about spinning; ...he had mainly the idea,
for example, to rotate with the legs
crossed. He was the first one | found that
told me that.” Ron Ludington recalls that
Mr. Lussi devised “a more efficient way of
jumping...” And...the flying sit spin, the

_flying camel, the Hamill camel.
